A BILL TO AMEND STUDENT SENATE RULES AND REGULATIONS ARTICLE VIII, SECTION 2 AND APPENDIX M.1:2009-2010 OUTREACH POLICY
WHEREAS,   the Preamble to the Student Senate Rules and Regulations states that, “The Student Senate is empowered to formulate such rules and regulations that it shall deem wise and proper for the control and government of such affairs of the University”, and

WHEREAS,    the integrity of the regulatory power entrusted to Student Senate is damaged when Student Senate allows regulations to exist within its code that are unnecessary, irrelevant, or have fallen into disuse, and

WHEREAS,    the “Event Review Sheets” that are required by 8.2.5.6.20.4 to be submitted do not actually exist, and

WHEREAS,    despite stating that “all” groups that receive funds for special events “must” turn in Event Review Sheets, no such sheets have been turned in for several years, and

WHEREAS,   the current Outreach Policy encourages senators to turn in a Student Senate Funded Event Evaluation form, which are probably extremely similar to what the Event Review Sheet forms were, and

WHEREAS,    changing Rules and Regulations to take out 8.2.5.6.20.4 would make a paragraph of the Outreach policy unnecessary.

THEREFORE BE IT ENACTED by the University of Kansas Student Senate here assembled that the following amendments be made to Student Senate Rules and Regulations Article VIII.2.5.6.20.4 and Appendix M.1, 2009-2010 Outreach Policy:

8.2.5.6.20.4
Event Review Sheet Required.  All corporations, organizations, and groups which received funds from student fees for a special event, must submit a Student Senate Standard Event Review Sheet, available at the Student Senate office, within seven (7) days after an event occurred, for which funds were allocated. The legislative sponsor shall be responsible for ensuring that the group, organization, or corporation submits this information.

Important:  According to Rules and Regulations 7.2.5.6.18.4; “ All corporations, organizations, and groups which received funds from student fees for a special event, must submit a Student Senate Standard Event Review Sheet, available at the Student Senate office, within seven (7) days after an event occurred, for which funds were allocated. The legislative sponsor shall be responsible for ensuring that the group, organization, or corporation submits this information.”  This has not been enforced in the past, but this year it will be.  Any senator that authors a piece of legislation that funds an event will be responsible for either personally attending the event and turning in a Student Senate Funded Event Evaluation Survey, ensuring that a fellow senator attends the event and turns in a Student Senate Funded Event Evaluation Survey, or having a member of the group turn in a Student Senate Standard Event Review Sheet.  Both the Student Senate Funded Event Evaluation Survey (which is to be filled out by senators) and the Student Senate Standard Event Review Sheet (which is to be filled out by group members) shall be available on the Student Senate website and in the Student Senate office.  At least one of these two forms must be turned in to the Communications Director no later than 1 week after the event is held.  In the event that neither form is turned in for an event and no explanation for this is submitted to the Communication Director, the Senator(s) who authored the legislation may be penalized by having to complete two (2) additional outreach points in order to fulfill their outreach requirement for the semester.
