WHEREAS,
2010 marks the 20th anniversary of Pride Week at the University of Kansas, and
WHEREAS,
Staceyann Chin is a resident of New York City and a Jamaican National, and has been an “out poet and political activist” since 1998.  Chin was the winner of the 1999 Chicago People of Color Slam; first runner- up in the 1999 Outright Poetry Slam; winner of the 1998 Lambda Poetry Slam; a finalist in the 1999 Nuyorican Grand Slam; winner of the 1998 and 2000 Slam This!; and winner of WORD: The First Slam for Television.  She has gone on to co-writing and performing as one of the original cast members of the ground-breaking and critically acclaimed, Tony Award winning Russell Simmons Def Poetry Jam on Broadway, as well as garnered fame internationally.

WHEREAS,
Vogue Evolution is the first openly gay dance crew to ever compete on the "America's Best Dance Crew" stage.  Their distinctive "vogue" style of dance mixed with hip hop makes the Vogue Evolution dance crew unique, along with working to educate others on AIDS/HIV awareness.  The crew comprises of some of the most respected dancers in New York's "Vogue" house/ballroom scene, which has been around since the Harlem Renaissance.

WHEREAS,
Gilbert Baker, a political activist known as the gay Betsy Ross, and born in Kansas, is the creator of the Rainbow Flag.  Baker has mounted exhibitions illustrating the history of the flag for World Pride Rome in 2000 and in 2002 he brought his exhibition to the New York City LGBT Community Center.
