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A BILL TO FUND THE REVOLVING GREEN FUND
WHEREAS, 
the Preamble to Student Senate Rules and regulations states, “The Student Senate shall work to enhance the learning experience of all KU students both in and out of the classroom,” and “further the cultural, social, and political growth of KU Students,” and
WHEREAS, 
the University of Kansas Student Senate currently requires all of their new construction projects on campus to meet the Gold LEED standard, and, 

WHEREAS, 
no funds will be used for LEED Certification itself, and 

WHEREAS, 
the University of Kansas is a leader in successful, sustainable capital improvement projects initially founded in student investments, including the Biodiesel Bus System, the KU Rain Garden, and the ReRev installations at the Ambler Recreation Center, and
WHEREAS, 
investing in a new endowment account specifically devoted to refitting older buildings on campus with new, efficient technologies moves the buildings towards LEED certification and making our campus more energy efficient, and
WHEREAS, 
the concept of the Revolving Green Loan Fund has already been implemented at large public and private institutions, including Iowa State and Harvard University, which have a $3 million dollar fund and $12 million dollar fund, respectively, and
WHEREAS, 
Harvard University’s Green Fund’s median return on investment is 27 percent and every project pays for itself within five years and the initial investment revolves through the investment back to the endowment account, and, in doing so, this fund has saved Harvard University over $4 million in utilities costs in eight years, and
WHEREAS, 
this endowment account will have several permanent student representatives, including a representative appointed by the Student Body President, guiding the investments of the Green Fund through a board comprised of representatives from the offices of the Vice Provost for Finance, the CFO of the University of Kansas, the Director of Facilities Operations, and the Director of Energy Management. 

THEREFORE BE IT ENACTED, the University of Kansas Student Senate here assembled that the sum of $10,000.00 be allocate from the Student Senate Reserve Account to From Blue to Green Conserve KU for the following:
